Short description of 
residence:

Schafer House is a self-catering student residence in central London. It is located within 
walking distance of Oxford Street and is 3 minute walk from Warren Street Underground. 
The accommodation consists of clean, comfortable flats each with 5 single bedrooms. The 
residence offers you the privacy of your own room, but there is the chance to socialise 
with the other students if you wish.
There are numerous restaurants to suit all budgets and tastes in nearby Charlotte or 
Drummond street.Local shopping facilities are close by on Tottenham Court Road, and 
three mainline stations are within a five-to-ten minute walk. Regents Park with its beautiful 
architecture, London Zoo and Open Air Theatre is a short walk away from Schafer House.

Schafer House has a very good security 
system, a spacious TV lounge and a fully equipped laundry room; vending machines on the 
premises. Flats are cleaned and bed linen is changed weekly.  Bath towels are not provided. 
As this is a self catering residence students are responsible for keeping the communal 
areas clean and tidy and for doing their own washing up.

Internet Access: Students are able to purchase vouchers to use the internet in their rooms. They can buy a 
voucher by connecting their laptops and selecting the ‘Visitor’ option on the registration 
page which comes up automatically. 

Security: The reception is open 24 hours a day  and there is CCTV in the public areas and at all 
entrances.
Students are given three sets of keys: main front door (always locked), front door of the 
flat and also a key to their bedroom.

How to get to Central School 
of English:

The nearest underground station is Warren Street (Northern & Victoria Lines). You can walk 
to the residence and it takes approximately 20 minutes. On leaving the residence, turn right 
out of Drummond Road on to Euston Road. Walk straight on crossing the crossroads and on 
to Tottenham Court Road. Walk past Warren Street Station and further down you will also 
walk past Goodge Street Station. Central School of English is located on the right hand side 
of the street next door to the Virgin Megastore. 

Guest Policy: Please check with the school. Students are not allowed to have guests to stay without 
making a booking for them in advance.

Cancellation Policy: Minimum of two weeks’ notice applies.
